The 2003 Annexation of Logan Township property was partly based on the City of Palisade’s plan to provide 



water and septic service to the annexed properties. Under current law, there is no deadline for these services



to be provided and detachment can only be initiated by the city or the affected property owners. MAT is currently 



promoting legislation to give towns and cities equal power in annexations and to make annexations a binding


agreement between cities and towns with time limits on completion of services planned by the city. MAT is also



promoting legislation that allows townships
to initiate detachments and gives property owners a vote on
whether or not they will be annexed.

This mailing was planned a few years ago but was never 
completed.
