· The board reviewed the preliminary 2021 Annual Road Report listing the levy, receipts, expenses, maintenance,

materials, and completed/uncompleted improvements for 2020. The board added 2021 road improvements and 
more extensive repairs  to increase the durability of roads and decrease long-term maintenance costs. This 
report will be presented at the annual meeting as required by Minnesota Statute §164.03 
Expenditures for Roads.

· ACAT February 2021 Newsletter and review/revision of ACAT by-laws. 

· Lynn Mizner attended the MPCA public hearing on changes to water quality standards. The proposed standards would change from numerical/narrative standards to narrative only standards that could weaken limits for chlorides (salt), calcium (hardness) and pH (acidity) that affect fish, aquatic life and water quality.
· The board approved basic Group Term Life Insurance from the Minnesota Benefit Association.

· MAT Legislative and Research Committee meeting is February 17. Clerk Craig LeBlanc plans to attend. 
· The City of Palisade will be reimbursed $75 for Community Center use in January, February and March 2020.
· The board will work on a policy for meeting reimbursement.
