The property line is currently adjacent to the river bank, so a new cartway would have to be established through the adjoining property in Workman Township. The board suggested contacting Aitkin County and Workman township about setback requirements and property easements.

· Aitkin County Accelerate! market study and internet speed test for broadband access is available to

Aitkin County residents. Aitkin County is currently 81st out of 87 counties for broadband access.

· Jesse Rian’s quote of $1700 for removal of two dead trees and stump grinding was approved by the board. Lisa Bryan will get his quote for removal of two additional dead trees.
· Lynn Mizner will get some replacement trees..
