May 17, 2023
On May 17, 2023 the Logan Town Board held their monthly meeting at the Palisade Community Center. Chair Dave Sims called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm.

Lisa Bryan motioned to approve the April 2023 minutes, second by David Sims. Motion passed, all in favor.

David Sims motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Financial Statement with receipts of $161.62, disbursements

of $12,413.24 and a total balance of $212,611.19, second by Lisa Bryan. Motion passed with all in favor.

The Clerk’s books balance differ from the Treasurer’s books by $0.86, the amount of receipt 2023-03.
ROAD REVIEW:
· Aitkin County Soil & Water Conservation: Benefit and Impacts of Calcium Chloride on Roads.

· Spring Road Review will be split between the supervisors and clerk.
· Calcium chloride was ordered by the Kupfers for on 470th Street East. 

· Logan Township is first on the list for culvert inspection.

· Isaac Hart Mowing Service quoted for roadside mowing. John Chute can mow and remove brush with a boom mower. 

· Federal funds are available for April 11th to April 30th road damage. There was flood damage to 290th Place, 509th Lane and 334th Place.
· Alan Rardin will pay for and Sentenced to Serve will plant the shrubs/trees for a living snow fence.
· The Olsons and the Weistroffers mentioned problems with spring frost boils, flooding and damage from logging trucks on 334th Place. Chuck Olson mentioned only one 100’ section of the road has been fully repaired in the last 5 years. 
The board will look into options for regulating heavy vehicle traffic and compensation for damage to roads. The estimated cost of repairs/improvements for all problems with 334th Place far exceeds the current financial capacity of Logan Township. The current balance of the Road & Bridge fund is about $90,000, and while there is the possibility of spending surplus funds and increasing the Road & Bridge portion of the levy, township funds will only cover a fraction of the cost of repairing the road. 
David Sims and Lynn Mizner will contact the Aitkin County District 5 Commissioner Michael Kearny about county level or higher options for road issues. Lynn Mizner and Lisa Bryan will also look into state and federal grants to cover the cost of repairs/improvements.
