
Logan Town Board Meeting Minutes






      June 7, 2022
On June 7, 2022 the Logan Town Board held their monthly meeting at the Palisade Community Center. Chair Dave Sims called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.

Lisa Bryan motioned to approve the May 2022 minutes, second by David Sims. Motion passed with all in favor.

David Sims motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Financial Statement with receipts of $52.80, 
disbursements of $4,729.36 and a total balance of $190,957.88, second by Lisa Bryan. Motion passed with all in favor.

The Clerk’s books balance with the Treasurer’s books.
OLD BUSINESS:
· Boettcher cartway: The board discussed the process for establishing a cartway and the requirement for a security deposit that covers estimated costs of the cartway, including but not limited to appraisals, surveys, meeting costs, attorney fees and damages to the adjacent landowner. It was emphasized that this was more complicated than some cartways as it involves two townships, an adjacent landowner refusing access and proximity to the Mississippi River, so the security deposit would likely exceed the initial $20,000 estimate. It was also mentioned that this would be a public road that would not be maintained by the township and would have to remain open to public travel.
   The board recommended that the Boettchers contact Aitkin County Zoning (which handles Mississippi Headwaters Corridor issues) and the Army Corp of Engineers about placement of a road adjacent to the river. Depending on that outcome, they should try to work out a private agreement that would keep the access private and significantly reduce the overall cost, leaving the Boettchers with more to offer to the adjacent landowner.   
ROAD REVIEW:
· Spring road inspection was May 21st. Lynn Mizner will combine her notes on repairs and improvements needed with the clerk’s notes and give a copy to Rod Kern. 
· Inspect the culvert on 310th Avenue north of 460th Street to check drainage.
· Courtney Peterson: Culvert on 495th Lane collapsed.
· Lynn Mizner motioned to accept the quote of $1600 per cut for township roadside mowing, second by Lisa Bryan. Motion passed with all in favor.  

NEW BUSINESS:

· Clerk Craig LeBlanc attended a clerk election meeting on June 2. There is an additional 2 hours of election judge training and 1 hour of head election judge training required. 
· Mail ballots will be sent the first part of July.
· Logan Township open positions are Supervisor C and Treasurer.

· Lisa motioned to move regular meeting from November 8th to November 15th to accommodate the Board of Canvass, second by David Sims. Motion passed with all in favor.
