Lisa Bryan motioned to approve the June 2023 minutes, second by Lynn Mizner. Motion passed, all in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:

· One Watershed One Plan: Lynn Mizner and Craig LeBlanc attended. There are only two 
townships (Logan and Salo) on the Upper Mississippi/Grand Rapids area planning 
committee. All levels of government are encouraged to participate in the planning process. 
Information about the plan could be publicized through MAT and ACAT.     
· SCI Broadband is scheduling service to properties near installed lines. Connection fee from 
junction box to facility is $100 for the first 500 feet and $1 per foot for each additional foot.       

ROAD REPORT:
· MNDOT Local Road Improvement Program: Funds are available for local improvements. The funding is competitive and requires sponsorship by the county. Lynn Mizner will be meeting with the Aitkin County Engineer about funding for local road projects. 

· Roadside mowing has started. Brushing is pending.

Aitkin County Economic Development coordinator Mark Jeffers gave a presentation on the 

new “Naturally Better Here” program.

  ● MAT District 11 Director Reno Wells: Current broadband goals are full coverage with 100 

mbps download and 20 mbps upload by 2026. In June, the federal government announced 
a $652 million
grant to Minnesota for broadband development.

330th Avenue MNDOT haul road designation. When the contractor has ceased operations on 
the haul road, the permit will be resent to the township for confirmation that the road has 
been 
restored to a condition as good as it was before the hauling began.  
· MAT District 11 Meeting: August 23rd, 6:30 pm - Arvig Community Center in Walker. 
The agenda includes local issues, local legislators and election of the district director.  

· 2024 Fire Protection Agreement was signed. The $7463 payment is the same as the 
2022 
and 2023 agreements.
· Lisa Bryan motioned to pass Resolution 2023-3
allowing the Aitkin County Auditor to 
keep Logan Township’s portion of the VOTER (Voting Operations, Technology and 
Election Resources) funds (estimated to be about $30) that will help fund voting 
machines
and mail-in voting expenses, second by David Sims. Motion passed with all 
in favor.

· Idun Township Clerk Mary Vukelich is coordinating a project to create an unofficial 
guide to completing the duties of
 township clerks and treasurers. Clerk Craig 
LeBlanc 
is willing to help with this project as part of his salaried duties. There is also the need 
for a process for handing over the duties and records of the clerk
or treasurer to insure 
the town board has access to records if the clerk or treasurer are unavailable. As a 
start, the clerk will make a list of passwords needed for township related accounts and 
give them to chair David Sims.
