On February 13, 2019 the Logan Town Board held their monthly meeting at the Palisade Community Center. Chair Dave Tevis called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.

Lisa Bryan motioned to approve the January 2019 minutes, second by Dave Sims. Motion passed with all in favor.

Dave Sims motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Financial Statement with receipts of $8,915.98, disbursements of $6,392.68 and a total balance of $128,326.50, second by Lisa Bryan. Motion passed with all in favor.

Treasurer Lois Fultz disbursed the 2018 Year End Statement with total assets of $125,803.20 in checking, savings, and CD’s.

The Board audited the Clerk’s books, Treasurer’s books and bank statements with a check of several randomly chosen receipts and disbursements. Dave Sims motioned to accept the books as true and correct, second by Lisa Bryan. Motion passed with all in favor.

The 2020 budget was discussed, and a change in fund distribution was recommended to cover the increase in the Fire Protection Contract. Dave Tevis motioned to reduce the General Fund levy percentage to 24%, increase the Fire Fund percentage to 11% with no change in the overall levy amount, second by Lisa Bryan.
